WHEREAS, Ordinance #241 created the Lancaster County Historical Commission
consisting of seven members appointed by County Council representing the seven County
Council districts; and

WHEREAS, the Lancaster County Historical Commission feels that due to the
increasing needs and increasing population of the County, the membership of the commission
should be increased.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Lancaster County Council that
the following paragraph shall be added under the Section entitled “Composition and Meetings” to
Ordinance #241 which created the Lancaster County Historical Commission:

In addition to the seven (7) members appointed by County Council representing each
of their districts, six (6) at-large members shall be appointed by the Lancaster County Council. At-
large members will serve in an advisory capacity and have no voting privileges. Upon adoption of
this ordinance, three (3) at-large members shall be appointed for two years and three (3) at-large

members shall be appointed for four year terms. All appointments thereafter shall be for four
years. Atlarge-members may serve two consecutive full four-year terms.
